Student Drop Off

If you bring your child to school by car
please remember that the main student
gates are on Concorde Drive. We wish to
maintain good relations with our
neighbours along Concorde Drive and you
can help - please do not turn your car
anywhere in Concorde Drive and certainly
do not use residents’ drives or park in front
of these. If you drive to the end of Concorde
Drive in a westward direction you will reach
the junction with Charlton Road. Turning left
on to Charlton Road will take you back to
the junction with Passage Road, having
looped around the perimeter of the School.
